INTRODUCTION

As a volunteer, grassroots organization, Northwest Indivisible confronts the dictatorial drift and fascist agenda of the MAGA regime through tactics 
of civil resistance to protect, defend, and advance democracy. As part of the network of Indivisibles throughout the country, NWI embraces its 
values and principles.

OUR MISSION STATEMENT

We started Northwest Indivisible in response to the Trump regime’s transformation of presidential authority into dictatorship through fascist 
tactics—rejecting human rights, scapegoating, and weaponizing fear to erode democratic institutions.

When Donald Trump took o�ce, he vowed to restore a “golden age” by “liberating” America from its social and cultural anxieties. Scapegoating 
immigrants as “scum” and “vermin” responsible for fears and woes, he cast himself as the strongman who would purify the nation of these 
and Make America Great Again.

But, as wannabe dictators do, Trump dismantled democracy, placed himself above the law, and enriched an oligarchy through tax breaks. He 
poured billions into ICE, creating the foundation for a police state that disappeared those he had branded enemies. The Justice Department 
enabled this aggression, while Republicans in Congress looked away. 

Consolidating dictatorial authority, Trump urged Republican governors to gerrymander their states, renamed the Department of Defense as 
the Department of War, and deployed federalized National Guard troops into Los Angeles to suppress the imagined violence of protests—then 
D.C., Memphis, Portland, and Chicago.

Soon, he identi�ed all who opposed him—all dissent—as “the enemy from within,” scapegoating free speech itself, the bedrock of democracy. 
Project 2025 became the plan to entrench this rule. 
Democracy is not inevitable. We must protect and defend it. That means naming Trump’s strategies as dictatorial and fascist as they 
unfold—and confronting them through nonviolent civil resistance.

• The current Northwest Indivisible logo must be used in it’s 
entirety at all times. The symbol and words “Northwest 
Indivisible” are not to be seperated, and the proportions 
must be maintained.

• All reproductions of the logo should be made from the 
Northwest Indivisible official digital artwork. The 
Northwest Indivisible logo may not be incorporated into 
any other design or logo.

• Provide excellent contrast where the logo will be placed to 
ensure that the logo remains accessible, legible and 
readable for everyone.

• A minimum amount of clear space must surround the logo. 
Clear space frames the logo, separating it from other 
design elements, such as headlines, body text, graphics, 
and the outside of design materials.

• The stacked logo may not be reproduced at a size that is 
smaller than 1” wide, and the horizontal logo may not be 
reproduced smaller than 1.5” wide. The logo mark may not 
be reproduced smaller than 16px.

• All proportions must be maintained.
